For all experiments involving TB aerosol challenge infection of animals, charges for a minimum of 4 weeks of BSL-3 Lab space usage will become applicable. This is in addition to the charges on the BSL3 lab space usage & Maintenance of animals.

Payment must be made through a bank demand draft, drawn in favour of “ICGEB”, payable at New Delhi. Cheques are not acceptable.

· The essential consumables (Mycobacterial culture reagents, cell culture reagents, Petri plates, FACS tubes etc.) required to perform animal experiments in the TACF are not covered in the maintenance cost. It is expected that PIs will be responsible for the consumables required to carry out experiments in the BSL3. TACF will provide media preparation and autoclave facility.

· The cost of maintenance of animals includes daily upkeep and feeding of animals, cleanliness and maintenance of BSL-3 animal quarters housing the individually ventilated caging (IVC) system.

· The procurement and transport of animals to the TACF facility is the responsibility of individual PIs. The TACF staff will be responsible for receiving animals at the ICGEB and maintenance at the TACF facility.

· The technical TACF staff will provide assistance in carrying out animal experiments (aerosol challenge, intravenous injections etc). It is expected that PIs and their lab members will take responsibility to carry out surgical procedures, tissue harvesting, plating etc).
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
